After this issue of the journal had gone to press, we discovered problems in one of our six weighting schemes.  More specifically, errors were found in the MSF weights for the Journal of Economic Surveys and, in some instances, for the International Journal of Industrial Organization.  Due to the fact that the Journal of Economic Surveys is the third most popular publication vehicle (14 articles) for New Zealand economists over the period of our study, the impact, although minor, must be noted.  The MFS rankings change for Lincoln and Massey; they change places in the 6th and 7th spot.  However, the final rankings remain as before. The changes are reflected in the appended revised versions of Tables 2 and 3.
