Attach the paper/abstract to your email and 
provide us with your full name and university affiliation.

Students whose papers or abstracts are accepted for the 
programme will be notified by email by Friday, 9 September 
2011. There is a nominal registration fee of NZ$60 per 
person to cover costs and lunch. This needs to be paid by 
Friday, 30 September 2011.
